Since July 2007, Neo Chitombo has devoted her 

time to developing Bright Faces Daycare Centre 

in Kumakwane, a village about 20 km from Gabo-

rone.  

Today, Bright Faces, a two-roomed daycare in 

Kumakwane, fills the gap that is created by the 

struggles that parents face. Bright Faces has, espe-

cially relieved single mothers by taking care of 

their pre-school going children while the parents 

are at work.  The daycare is registered with the 

Registrar of Companies but faces a number of 

challenges, among which are: 

 fulfillment of licensing requirements to 

operate as a full-fledged daycare; 

 establishment of a properly structured 

physical learning and feeding environment; 

 expansion of the classroom and children’s 

resting space; 

 provision of utilities, particularly inhouse 

water reticulation.
